Title: Fat Bear Fishing

Grades-5/6 and 1/2

Time frame: Two-Three weeks of meeting one day a week for 50 minutes.

Description: In mid-September I will bring micro:bits to my 5/6 class.  These students have worked with micro:bits previously. I will have the devices pre-programed with animal tracker code (https://microbit.org/projects/make-it-code-it/animal-tracker/). I will ask students how they think it works and to replicate the program with a salmon and bear, with the salmon running from the bear and the bear trying to catch the salmon.  They will have until the first week of October (since we meet once a week) to work on this program.  Fat Bear Week is a competition during this time, and greatly enjoyed by my 1/2 grade class.  I will use the micro:bit game to introduce them to the concept of fishing and talk about bear techniques for fishing and how this affects hibernation. They will watch live cams on explore.org and make hypotheses about which bears are more successful and gather data to support their statements.  They will share this info on a shared Jamboard that we will review as a class.
